What does the Catastrophic Rider cover?

1. Presumptive disability 
� Loss of speech;or

� Loss of hearing in both ears;or

� Loss of sight in both eyes;or

� Loss of use of both hands, or both feet, or one
hand and one foot.

2. A severe cognitive impairment
(examples of conditions that might result in severe
cognitive impairment, include, but are not limited
to, the following)
� Moderate to severe Alzheimer’s disease; 

� Severe traumatic brain injury;

� Parkinson’s dementia;

� Huntington’s dementia;

� Vascular dementia;

� Severe cerebral vascular accident

3. The inability to perform two of the
six activities2 of daily living without
assistance (as defined below)
� Bathing – washing oneself by sponge bath; or in

either a tub or shower, including the task of getting
onto or out of the tub or shower.

� Continence –the ability to maintain control of
bowel or bladder function; or, when unable to
maintain control of bowel or bladder function, the
ability to perform associated personal hygiene
(including caring for catheter or colostomy bag).

� Dressing –putting on and taking off all items of
clothing and any necessary braces, fasteners, or
artificial limbs.

� Eating – feeding oneself by getting food into the
body from a receptacle (such as a plate, cup, or
table) or by feeding tube or intravenously.

� Toileting – means getting to and from the toilet,
getting on and off the toilet, and performing
associated personal hygiene.

� Transferring – means moving into or out of bed,
chair or wheelchair.
